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Introduction

From a place facilitating small group
discussions on strategic management
practices, ESMU has become a dynamic
European organization which assists
European universities in becoming more
entrepreneurial and innovative in the
changing environment in which they are
operating.

ESMU’s growing portfolio of activities
supports its ambition to become a leading
European provider of strategic and
managerial advice to Higher Education
institutions and the higher education
sector at large. Activities were further
consolidated in 2003 and new initiatives
were launched which are good examples
illustrating this strategy. The most
important is H.E.E. Consulting group, a
private company under Belgian law,
which ESMU and HUMANE have created
together.

H.E.E. Consulting group is cooperating in pilot projects which are aimed to develop useful
management concepts and instruments, building a common basis of knowledge and
experience, and making effective use of this basis in renewing and strengthening university
management.

In 2003, ETAPE, the consortium made of ACA and ESMU continued to provide technical
assistance to the European Commission for the management of the Socrates, Leonardo da
Vinci, Youth for Europe and some parts of the European Voluntary Service programmes. The
Socrates programme covers the whole spectrum of education from pre-school to continuing
education and secondary school to higher education. It also includes linguistic training and the
development of new technologies applied to open and distance learning. The Youth
Programme aims to promote exchanges between young people outside any education
structure while the Leonardo da Vinci programme promotes the development of vocational
training.

With its 202 member heads of administration from 25 different countries, HUMANE, the
heads of university management network in Europe is successfully promoting professional
development in the administration of European universities. In 2003, HUMANE organized 6
seminars bringing together 145 heads of administration from European universities.

In 2003, ESMU and HUMANE organized a Winter School to prepare the future generation of
heads of administration. This School took place in Barcelona on 17-22 March with 30 Senior
administrators from European universities. The School featured prominent speakers and
included work on a major case study which was presented to a Jury.
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Disseminating strategic management practices at all levels in universities has further
materialized in ESMU with DEAN, the Deans’ European Academic Network which supports
deans to improve their managerial skills. In 2003, DEAN reached a membership of 173
deans in 30 countries. The annual conference took place at the Szent Istvan University of
Budapest on the question of integration, associations and mergers in higher education.

In a European context where national borders tend to disappear and organisations operate
in “borderless” environments from a geographical, organisational and technological point of
view, this networking activity is crucial, hence ESMU’s constant effort to promote such
initiatives. They provide one pathway, among others, to strengthen European cooperation
and culture in higher education and research.

The benchmarking programme on university management launched initially with the
Association of Commonwealth Universities entered its fourth year of operation in 2003.
Benchmarking is an excellent tool for universities to measure their performance against other
HEIs with a view to improve their management. The 2003 programme focused on external
funding, e-learning, institutional Research and the “European dynamics” (The Bologna
Process and the European Research Area).

In cooperation with the International Institute for Educational Planning (IIEP) — UNESCO, a
fourth edition of a distance course on strategies for partnership between universities and
enterprises was launched in 2003, this time for universities in English-speaking African
countries. Fifteen universities from eight African countries took part in this course.

While running this important activity programme, ESMU has also been reflecting on its long
term strategy. The Board and General Assembly have been discussing ways in which
ESMU could place its future activities in the broader context of European developments such
as the creation of the European Higher Education Area, the European Research Area and
the Enlargement Process. ESMU certainly wants to be a key actor in these major
developments, which are indeed at the heart of the Lisbon Declaration, highlighting the
ambition for Europe to be “the best knowledge-based economy and society in the world by
the year 2010”"... and hopefully well beyond !

1. Networks promoting Good Practice of University Management

1.1. HUMANE - Heads of University Management & Administration Network in Europe
(http://www.humane.eu.org )

ESMU continued to provide technical assistance to HUMANE in 2003 by hosting the HUMANE
Secretariat. This included providing management of the HUMANE membership, finances and
the organisation of six seminars and other HUMANE executive and Round Table meetings.

HUMANE consolidated in the year 2003 and reached a membership of 202 heads of
administration from 25 different countries. The network is chaired by Ruud Bleijerveld,
University of Amsterdam.

The daily management of the network is provided by Dr. Hans van Dam, Network Manager
(University of Amsterdam) and Tim Evans, HUMANE Secretariat Manager in ESMU in
Brussels.

Six HUMANE seminars were organized in 2003 bringing together a total of 145 heads
of administration in Europe.

In addition to seminars, heads of administration met in the HUMANE “Round Table” in
Louvain-la-Neuve on 13-14 June 2003. The HUMANE Executive Committee met in London
on 1% April and in Prague on 24™ October 2002. Both meetings focused on discussing current
activities and future developments.

HUMANE also manages a complete database of all European university heads of
administration, which is revised monthly with a paper copy being sent annually to members.
HUMANE has a www site where constantly updated information is shown and documentation
can be downloaded.

ESMU-HUMANE are also partners in a project for which the Copernicus Campus network
obtained funding from the European Commission (DG Energy and Transport). Fifteen
universities are taking part in this project. The aim of the project is to collect detailed
information on how universities are purchasing their electric and electronic office equipment

(EEE) and to assist them in becoming more energy-efficient in their procurement for these
purchases. ESMU-HUMANE will participate in inquiries and dissemination of project
outputs. The HUMANE network manager took part in the kick-off meeting in Dortmund on 3-4
April 2003. Luciano Galan (University of Madrid, who has been involved in ESMU and
HUMANE activities) took part in the second project meeting in Coimbra on 16-17 October
2003.The next project meeting is planned in Trieste in April 2004.

DEAN — Deans’ European Academic network

DEAN reached a membership of 173 deans in 30 countries in 2003. The network is chaired
by Martin Paul, Dean of the Faculty of Medicine, Freie Universitat Berlin.

The annual conference took place at the Szent Istvan University in Budapest-G6do6llo on 22-
24 September 2002 on the subject of “The Restructuring of European Higher Education:
Mergers, Integration and associations”.  The conference addressed four topics i.e.
restructuring European Higher Education; mergers as a consequence of new demands on
Higher Education; cooperation and association between the University and non-university
sector in the framework of the Bologna Process, mergers across institutions and sectors;
dealing with cultural differences and staff: Success stories and failures.

DEAN also organized a seminar at the University of Southern Denmark (Odense) on 11-12
April 2003, focusing on “Recruitment and Retention in Higher Education”. The seminar
looked at the international attractiveness of the academic workplace in Europe, attracting
domestic and international students and staff in Danish and German universities. The
seminar was attended by 23 DEAN members.

The executive committee met in Brussels on 21% January 2003, and in Budapest on 21
September 2003 to discuss current activities and future developments.

DEAN is extending its membership to a broader group of middle level academic managers in
universities and in the non-university sector. One of the reasons behind this decision is the
understanding that the trends in European higher education makes it necessary for
universities to rely on highly effective managers at all levels. The other is that the majority of
European deans continue to be elected for short periods of between 2-3 years. This has the
effect of a very significant turnover of deans in Europe, and the loss of the valuable
experience which deans acquire during their term of office.

In 2003 DEAN also progressed with the design of its first Summer School, which will take
place in Schloss Elmau (Munich) on 23-28 May 2004. The aim of the School is to develop the
leadership potential of senior academics in European universities and prepare them for
careers in positions of academic leadership and management. The School will have two main
strands, i.e. general context of Higher Education in Europe, and practical and “How to”
sessions.

Training Activities

ESMU-HUMANE Winter School for Senior Administrators

In 2003 ESMU and HUMANE organized their first one-week European Winter School for
senior administrators in European universities. The School was attended by thirty
administrators from all over Europe. It took place at Palau de les Heures, Fundacio Bosch |

Gimpera, the continuing education centre of the Universitat Barcelona, from 17 to 23 March.

The ESMU-HUMANE Winter School was devised by a group of experienced university
administrators from various countries. The School relies on the expertise of ESMU,

HUMANE, and individual HUMANE members: Dietmar Ertmann, Head of Administration,
Karlsruhe University and Rafaél Zorrilla, Head of Administration, University Carlos Ill Madrid,
the two members of the steering committee. It is chaired by Christine Challis, former
Secretary and director of Administration, London School of Economics and Political Science.
Nadine Burquel, Secretary-General ESMU is the School Manager.

The aim of the School was to develop the leadership potential of outstanding administrators
by making them fully aware of the concepts and practices of strategic management in a
European context and of the importance of effective implementation involving integration of
academic and financial issues, with human resource strategy, ICT and space management.
This follows from HUMANE's focus on the practical implementation of strategy and policy and
the sharing of good practice.

In addition to presentations and case studies on particular themes from the facilitators,
participants worked in teams on a major case study, analysing data and policy options for a
university, drawing on the various disciplines involved in finding solutions to the problem.

Preparations for the second edition of the Winter School were made in the Autumn. The
School will take place at the Fundacié Politécnica de Catalunya from the 19" February to 6
March/

ESMU-IIEP (UNESCO) distance course on university-enterprise cooperation

In 2003, a fourth edition of the ESMU-IIEP (UNESCO) distance course on university-
enterprise cooperation was organised, this time, for English-speaking universities in Africa.
Fourteen African universities participated in the course: University of Buea (Cameroon),
University of Nairobi (Kenya), National University of Lesotho (Lesotho), University of Mauritius
(Mauritius), University of Namibia (Namibia), Ahmadu Bello University (Nigeria), Kigali
Institute of Science, Technology and Management (Rwanda), University of the Free State
(South Africa), University of the North (South Africa), Cape Technikon (South Africa),
Technikon Pretoria (South Africa), Vaal Triangle Technikon (South Africa), University of Dar
es Salaam (Tanzania), National University of Science and Technology (Zimbabwe).

The course was structured around five modules: strategic management of university-
enterprise partnerships, management of interfaces, financial management of university-
enterprise partnerships and income generation activities, Staff management, implementing
strategies for university-enterprise partnerships.

Nadine Burquel, ESMU Secretary-General was the expert for module 5 “The Management of
University-Industry  Partnership”, an action project reviewing and commenting the
assignments of all participating universities.

The programme benchmarked the following university processes, i.e. e-Learning, external
funding, institutional research, and the European “dynamics” in Higher Education and
research.

All participating universities submitted their inputs to the questionnaires on the four topics,
based on which the project manager drafted statements of good practices and assessors
made an evaluation of all inputs received. The four assessors in the programme were Prof.
Kenneth Edwards (former Vice-chancellor, University of Leicester), Mr Wyn Davies (former
Head of Administration, University of Surrey), Mr Peter Hoekstra (Director Institutional
Research, University of Amsterdam), and Prof. Johann Gerlach (former President, Freie
Universitat Berlin).

During the annual workshop which took place in Brussels on 20-22 November 2003, the four
assessors made a report on their findings on e-Learning and learning resource; External
funding; Institutional research; European dynamics. This was followed by presentations on
good practices from the ten participating universities. The workshop was attended by a total
of 42 participants, one contact person from each university, with specialists on each topic.
The workshop ended with a fruitful brainstorming session during which participants expressed
their views on how the approach could be improved, best practices be implemented in
universities, and topics for next year were also discussed.

TEMPUS Joint European Project on University Management

The two-year TEMPUS project which started in April 2002 in partnership with the University of
Nizhni Novgorod - UNN (RU) and London Metropolitan University (London MET) (UK) aimed
to assist the University of Nizhni Novgorod to become more responsive to the needs of
society.

In 2003, five seminars were organised in ESMU and London Metropolitan University in the
context of this project, i.e. in ESMU (February, September and November 2003) and London
(March and October 2003) These seminars included site visits to universities in Belgium and
in England as well as presentations on the challenges linked to the Internationalisation of
Higher Education and European Development (in particular the Bologna Process).

Since the beginning of the year, two workshops took place: in ESMU from 10 to 16 February
2003 on the theme of “International Organisations in Higher Education”. ESMU welcomed a
group of eight deans from UNN and visited some organisations active in the field of Higher
Education. The topics discussed were Internationalisation of Higher Education; European
Higher Education — The Bologna Declaration; The TEMPUS programme; Overview of
European associations in higher education; Examples of ESMU networks
(HUMANE/DEAN).Another workshop took place at London Metropolitan University from 24 to
